Shalom Book Club? Do you love to read and reflect on our Christian journey

T together? We're exploring the idea of starting a Shalom Book Club where we can
study theology, biblical studies, and other relevant disciplines together. | don't
know about all of you, but | have a substantial "shelf of shame" of books that |
have bought with the intention to read but just have never got around to it! | would love to have
a group of people to read with for accountability and multiple perspectives. What we would
read would be dependent on who would like to join and your interests, but | have a few ideas
of things I'm interested in reading. I've never read John Barclay's Paul and the Gift (or the later,
shorter version) or Richard Hays Echoes of Scripture in the Letters of Paul, both highly
regarded works. | would love to re-read some books with a group like Charles Taylor's A
Secular Age or Eugene McCarraher's The Enchantments of Mammon both works that explore
larger worldview questions that affect us all. Perhaps some Patristics? Rowan William's The
Edge of Words, which considers how words can be used to describe God, has been opened
and started at least a dozen times, but I've put it down for "when | really have time to explore
it". I'm imagining a group that meets either weekly or every two weeks via Zoom in a seminar
format where we rotate facilitating discussions. If anyone is interested, reach out to Andrew
Martin and we'll go from there if there is any interest.

REFLECTION
Counterpoint: Why My Children Do Not Yet Take Communion

Three weeks ago, Brian wrote a reflection in which he expressed the reasons why his children
take communion. He invited responses from those of us who have have come to different
conclusions on when we believe it is appropriate for children to take communion. So here are
my (surprise, surprise) not brief thoughts on children and communion.

Like Brian, | also do not come from an Anabaptist tradition and have experienced the Eucharist
differently from many at Shalom. While | reject many high-church dogmas regarding the
Eucharist, such as its role in the forgiveness of sins, | still hold the Eucharist in high esteem.
Even though | view it primarily as a memorial, | experience the elements as somehow
becoming more than their physical nature (and am deeply uncomfortable when | see the bread
become a snack after service).

Taking the Eucharist is a profound experience. It is a collective act where we bind ourselves
together in common vision and purpose. | remember what Jesus did for both the kosmos and
me. Space and time seem less absolute as | experience communion with those who came
before us and those who will come after us. Every tribe and every nation are there. |
experience grief for the divisions between Jesus followers. It is a reminder of my brokenness,
the brokenness of the church, and the wholeness of Jesus. It offers a glimpse of New Creation
when our brokenness will be repaired and true abundance will be. That is how | experience the
Eucharist today.

| affirm much of what Brian wrote, so while what follows is focused on my points of
disagreement, we do agree the Eucharist is a ‘memorial’ and that it is primarily a ‘communal’
act. | am also open to the notion that baptism does not necessarily need to proceed
communion, although in church history that has been the overwhelming opinion. Brian has
offered two points to determine that a child is ready. He says that children should be allowed to
partake “as soon as they are capable of articulating a desire to do so” and can listen “when



someone explains its meaning to them”. My point of departure is the second point. Listening is
important, but perhaps we should go a step further. Children should be able to clearly express
what communion is, why it matters, why they want to take it, their acceptance of Jesus'’s gift of
grace, and how that acceptance is reciprocated by their commitment to follow Jesus. In many
traditions, that is what confirmation is for. It is not enough for to listen. Children need to be able
to explain it, even if imperfectly.

The Westminster Shorter Catechism expresses the gravity of communion well: “It is required of
them that would worthily partake of the Lord’s Supper, that they examine themselves of their
knowledge to discern the Lord’s body, of their faith to feed upon him, of their repentance, love,
and new obedience; lest, coming unworthily, they eat and drink judgment to themselves”. This
is a draw on 1 Corinthians 11 where Paul argues that the Eucharist must not to be taken

lightly.

My final argument is historical. The early church in Rome used the word “sacrament” to
describe baptism, communion, and other rituals of the church. Like many words with a long
history, sacrament has meant different things. Originally a legal word describing a form of
earnest money, Julius Caesar in the Gallic Wars, used sacramentum to mean the oath that
one swore to join the Roman army. Daniel G Van Slyke has concluded that after

Caesar, sacramentum means “the verbal formula by which soldiers swore obedience to their
general and fidelity to one another.” Pliny the Younger used the term to describe early church
gatherings where they “pledge among themselves by a sacrament not for doing any crime, but
that they might not commit fraud, robbery, or adultery, that they might not break faith, that they
might not refuse to repay a deposit.” A hundred years after Pliny, Tertullian (and others) used
the word extensively and declared that Christian sacramenta were analogous to a military oath
(and that one could not do both). The early church’s choice of such a term suggests that
participation in the Eucharist is serious. It is irrevocable.

| agree with Brian that the disciples neither fully understood nor swore an oath to Jesus at the
last supper in the text. | would nuance the discussion differently. Jesus’s disciples were
presumably baptized (in the sense of ‘the baptism of John’) as they had baptized others. As
Jews, they already understood that their allegiance is to God. | would argue that the first
communion was primarily a ‘teaching’ moment rather than a ‘sacramental’ moment. They
aren’t ‘remembering’ the first time, because Jesus was there. The next time his followers would
gather to remember, it's a very different context. More could be said about the description of
the first event, what Paul said, and the diversity of practice in the Greek and Latin worlds in the
early centuries of the church, but in order to save electrons, it's probably best to leave it there.

By taking communion and by being baptized, we declare who our true king is. It was and is a
public declaration of loyalty. It was counter-cultural and dangerous. | don’t want to get too
prescriptive about sequence. After all, in Acts, the order of events between conversion,
baptism, and the receiving of the Holy Spirit did shift around. In our individualistic world,
guestions of allegiance and loyalty are not particularly foregrounded. Early Christians
understood what it meant to give their allegiance to Jesus rather than Caesar. Since that
understanding is not as natural for us, it might be reasonable to delay certain rites like baptism
until a fuller meaning can become clear. While | do prefer baptism first, | imagine | would allow
my children to take communion before baptism provided they make a public declaration of
some sort that indicates their desire to repent of their sins and their intention to follow Jesus.

FILIPINO AMERICAN HISTORY MONTIHI

Francisca Tirona Benitez
June 4, 1886 — November 7, 1974

They say one teacher can change a student’s life. Francisca Tirona Benitez
was an educator that helped change an entire nation.

As the daughter of schoolteachers from Imus, Cavite, Philippines, Benitez also
became an educator. She was also a humanitarian and civic leader who
dreamed of establishing a school exclusively for girls. Benitez recognized the
need to provide safer boarding houses for female students.

In 1919, Benitez co-founded the Philippine Women'’s college, which would later b
Philippine Women’s University (PWU). The first university for women in Asia, estar
Asian women, Benitez becomes its president in 1920.

Yet, Benitez’'s contributions to Filipino women doesn’t stop there.

In 1913, Benitez helped organize the Asociacion de Damas Filipinas, an orphanage and
sanctuary for children and homeless women that promoted the importance of women in the
country’s development. She supported war prisoners during the Japanese Occupation by
establishing the Volunteer Social Aid Committee. Benitez became director of the
Women'’s Bureau, and further united Filipino women’s organizations in
preparation for the disasters of war.
